INSTALLATION FOR HANGING LIGHT FIXTURES:
NOTE: To prevent electrical shock, disconnect transformer from

electrical supply before installation or service. -
. i . T Wire Nuts
1.Using Junction Box as a template, mark holes for location of I
mounting screws. Ceiling
2. Drill pilot holes for two (2) #6 mounting screws (supplied.) _
3. Strip two (2) leads from fixtures 18/2 lead wire. ?:/':t')’l‘guf’p'y 18/2

4.Run 12V supply wire through liquid tight connector and wire to ~——Lead Wire

18/2 lead wire using blue wire nuts (provided.)

5.Tuck wire nuts into Junction Box.

6. With a Philips #2 screwdriver attach Junction Box to surface using
the two (2) #6 mounting screws. Make sure wires are not pinched
between Junction Box and surface.

7.Turn on 12V power supply and check for proper operation.
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LAMP INSTALLATION/REPLACEMENT
NOTE: Turn off power before servicing fixture. SL-06

To re-lamp bullet fixtures SL-22, SL-23 & SL-39, loosen thumb screw on bottom of
cap (copper models do not have thumb screw). Hold body and cap with each hand.
Rotate and pull to separate. Pull Bi-Pin lamp away from socket to release. Check label
inside fixture for correct lamp and wattage and insert new Bi-Pin lamp into socket.
Re-install cap onto body by rotating cap in circular motion while sliding cap into the
body. DO NOT push cap straight into body to prevent O-ring from slipping out of its
groove. Tighten thumb screw when assembled.

- Fixture

To re-lamp SL-05, SL-06, SL-14 & SL-15, hold fixture firmly, push bayonet base lamp
into socket and rotate counter clockwise to release lamp. Check label inside fixture
for correct lamp and wattage, insert new lamp into socket and rotate clockwise to
lock.

To re-lamp lantern fixtures SL-12 & SL-12-LG, hold bottom of fixture while removing

(4) four thumb screws from top. Push bayonet base lamp into socket and rotate

counter clockwise to release lamp. For Bi-Pin lamps, pull lamp straight out of socket.

Check label inside fixture for correct lamp and wattage and insert new lamp into Thumb screw
socket. Replace bottom of fixture, align holes and re-attach with (4) thumb screws.

To re-lamp SL-34, hold fixture firmly, push bayonet base lamp into socket and
rotate counter clockwise to release lamp. For Bi-Pin lamps, pull lamp straight out of ‘ |
socket. Check label inside fixture for correct lamp and wattage and insert new lamp
into socket.
